This loss of opportunity is often due to personal or eco- nomic 
hardship, or community instability resulting from war or natural disasters, or 
a combination of these factors.  The need for an affordable diploma that will 
enhance reading, writing and communication skills, and emphasize church 
and community service while operating close to home, is great.  Thus, PTEE 
is addressing this need by developing the twelve course SEED program that 
offers an alternative way of completing a ministry focused secondary 
education level diploma. We have developed three courses that are available 
now, and we believe in the Lord’s provision for us always, and we ask you to 
help us achieve this goal so we can reach out to adults in need.

The fall semester introduced two new cohorts for 
the National Theological Collage and Graduate 
School.
